Description of the events: 
 

Bangladesh Center for Workers’ Solidarity (BCWS) has organized a series of activities including 

participating in a press conference organized by the International Women’s Day Committee, 

publication of a newsletter on the BCWS website, Press release of BCWS, worker leaders’ photo 

campaign at factory level, social media campaign, blog, and short video development as a part 

of International Women’s Day celebration. These activities aim to raise awareness, amplify 

worker voices, and call for immediate action to build an equitable place for all. 

 

Participation in Press Conference of International Women’s Day Committee: 
 

On 7 March 2025, in celebration of "International Women's Day", the International Women's 

Day Committee of 50 organizations organized a special program at the National Press Club. The 

primary objective of this program is to raise awareness about women's rights, empowerment, 

and gender equality. The event commenced with a welcome speech from Tamannah Khan, 

representative of Naripokkho and Coordinator of the International Women's Day Committee. A 

declaration paper, highlighting 11 key demands for gender justice and women's rights, was 

presented by Mahmuda Begum, Founder and Executive Director of Shobujer Ovijan 

Foundation.  
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The press conference ended with the Q&A highlighting a pressing need for accountability at 

both the state and societal levels to drive meaningful change in Bangladesh. While legal 

frameworks exist, better implementation and reforms are essential. The vision of a just 

Bangladesh hoped for after July 2024, has failed to protect human rights, security, and safety. 

In 2024, 2,525 women and girls were victims of gender-based violence, with 394 incidents 

reported in January and February of 2025, including 97 rapes and 31 gang rapes. Violence 

against women, including sexual assaults, mob attacks, and physical torture, is widespread. 

Marginalized women, including domestic workers, garment workers, and ethnic minorities, 

continue to face systemic oppression and violence. 

 

Publication of Newsletter: 
 

As a part of the International Women’s Day celebration, the Bangladesh Center for Workers’ 

Solidarity (BCWS) developed a newsletter. This newsletter highlights the history of womens’ 

day celebration, BCWS, the BCWS theme of International Women’s Day, updates on BCWS’s 

ongoing initiatives for women’s empowerment and recommendations on the establishment of 

women’s rights including Ratifying ILO 190, functionalizing daycare & AHC, implementation of 

laws and policies to protect girls & women, consistent initiative of dialogue meetings both at 

national & international levels to advocate women’s rights, inclusion of 6 months Maternity 

Leave in Bangladesh Labor Law.

Bangladesh Center for Workers’ Solidarity (BCWS) has undertaken the task of collecting center-

wise (Gazipur, Ashulia & Narayanganj) photos and videos. This worker leaders photo campaign 

at the factory level aims to capture the essence of the activities, engagement, and impact of 

BCWS's work across various areas.
